· Matthew 4:12 – 22 What was Jesus’ message? Jesus promised to train and equip his followers to be fishers of men.
· Acts 22: 2 – 16 The story of Paul’s conversion comes 3 times in Acts. Look how first he tells his hearers what he was like before he became a Christian v 3-5. Then tells them how he became a follower of Jesus v6- 16. Finally he started to tell them how he had been changed. Write out your story under these 3 headings. (Or if you have always been a Christian, what Jesus means to you and what convinces you that his claims are true.)
· John 14:5 – 13 Galilee was a multicultural area in the north of Israel. There were synagogues, Greek and Roman temples. Yet Jesus said “I am the way …..” How does this help us think about our response to world religions today?
· Luke 24:36-49 How did Jesus help his followers with their fears? What was the message he wanted proclaimed? How did he promise to equip us? Write down the names of 3 people, who are not yet Christians, whom you will pray for regularly.                                                           …..……   ……………  ……………..
· Romans 10:8 -20 What are the 4 questions that Paul asks? How does this shape our thinking about mission?

Write down in one paragraph what you believe to be the mission of God in the world. What is your involvement in that mission? Please share that with one or two people in your group.
Look at Romans 10:8 – 13 What is the faith that leads to salvation? Why is it important to confess with our mouth and believe in our heart v9? What would that have meant to 1st century Christians in Rome? 

Now look at Romans 10 v14 – 15. What is the importance of telling the story of the Jesus and his Kingdom? Please discuss in pairs how you can use an item in the news this week as a basis for a Good News story.

Please divide into groups of 3 or 4. Ask each person in turn to tell their story of coming to faith in Jesus (see under Acts 22 above)
